At 'parkit here,' the shuttle-to-airport enters the next level

For most air travelers, getting a taste of premium service means purchasing a first-class
ticket and waiting until  you're on the plane.

Travelers' vehicles -- in Memphis, at least -- aren't even part of the equation, where the
choices have been limited to more expensive covered parking at the airport or cheaper
exposed parking at a nearby lot.

Enter Johanna Ellis,
owner of parkit here, a
new parking facility on
Winchester and
Airways that aims to
do for parking in
Memphis what
Starbucks did for
coffee.

"We've created a
better parking
experience for
travelers who want
their cars taken care
of while they're gone,"
Ellis said. "We think
it's something that
nobody else currently
offers in Memphis."

Parkit here opened for
business in March, immediately distinguishing itself from other off-site airport parking
facilities by being the only such facility to offer covered parking -- 180 spaces in all --
under a 70,000 square foot steel-framed roof that once served as the service area for
her grandfather's car dealership that used to occupy the lot. The price for covered
parking is $10 per day.

Ellis, 26, was planning on attending business school to get her MBA degree when her
family suggested she gain hands-on experience by transforming her grandfather's land
into an airport parking facility.

Ellis' family has been in the car business for more than a generation, and owns two
Mercedes dealerships in Atlanta and an Infinity dealership in Memphis.

Capital for the new business would come from the sale of another dealership her family
owned in St. Louis after which Ellis set about redesigning and refitting the lot into a cutting-edge, "retro-meets-modern" facility.

Ellis borrowed many of the high-end client service concepts from her family's dealerships to extend the "premium" experience for her
customers, including car washes while travelers are away, an Internet cafe so travelers can check e-mail before leaving, dry cleaning
services and free newspapers and bottles of water for travelers to take on the plane.

Travelers get to the airport via shuttle -- parkit here has five of them so there's no waiting -- which takes about seven minutes.

On the style side, Ellis hired the Memphis-based architectural design firm archimania to help parkit here look the part of a premium
service facility.

"We were able to work with (Ellis) through branding phase, which was a blast," said archimania partner Barry Yoakum. "We put as much
into this as anything we've done. We looked at it as a retail environment -- people come and go and spend time there so we wanted to
make that experience a pleasing one."

Off-site airport parking facilities have been doing steadily better business in the past few years, said Kim Jackson, executive director of
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the International Parking Institute, one of the largest trade organizations for the $28 billion parking industry.

"The entire air travel industry took a tremendous hit after 9/11 but has been recovering since about 2003," Jackson said. "There's
actually a boom in off-site airport parking right now because the airports don't have the spaces to accommodate all the travelers."

As more lots crop up, parking facilities must do more to attract customers.

"Lot owners are recognizing that you can't just operate a shuttle service," Jackson said. "Adding premium services and customer perks
are business concepts that have already proven to be successful in other markets."

Ellis estimates the lot needs to be 65 percent full in order to turn a profit. The lot hasn't approached that number yet, but business has
been picking up steadily, she said.

"We've had some good weeks and and some slow weeks," she said. "That's how it's going to be for just about any new business,
especially when you have something that no one has seen before."

Once the word gets out about the facility, Ellis expects to see the lot's roughly 900 spaces start to fill up.

Parkit here will hold its official grand opening in July and has secured deals to sponsor radio broadcasts of University of Memphis
football and basketball games.

"We've got great ideas, a great team, and we're going to be very aggressive with our marketing and advertising," Ellis said. "I have a lot
confidence that once people see what we're about, we'll be fine."
